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Forward

This document contains writing samples gathered in one Ukrainian language school in March of 2018 as a mid-year
snapshot of language progress. This initiative is part of the Ukrainian Language Assessment Project. The aim of the
project is to provide a source of professional learning for Ukrainian language educators about the Common (European)
Framework of Reference, or CEFR*. This scale is recognized as a valid and reliable international reference tool for
monitoring and assessing language abilities in any language.

A brief profile of student gender, age, and language background is provided, but student names have been withheld.
Parental permission for use of these student samples was obtained by the school.

To elicit the writing samples, teachers created a writing prompt within their instructional context. A brief description of
the prompt used for each grade level has been provided. Working in teams, Ukrainian language educators analyzed each
writing sample and assigned a CEFR level to each sample. Only a few samples of writing were selected for this
document. Through this process, teachers grew in their understanding of the CEFR scale and descriptors for the writing
strand (there are strands of descriptors for listening, speaking, and reading). This process can be replicated with
language classrooms in other settings across Canada.

In the education profession, assessment and instruction go hand in hand. Assessment informs program delivery,
instructional practices, and resource selection. By using a language reference scale, teachers can be assured that their
approach to language assessment is objective, validated by international language specialists, and based on widely-
recognized standards of progress.

*Saskatchewan and other parts of Canada use the acronym CFR (Common Framework of Reference) for alignment to the
Canadian context.

About this Document

» Descriptors

The descriptors that appear in this document are a combination of Ukrainian and English descriptors currently found in
several documents (see Appendix B). Most documents appear in the cover photos.

Note: The bilingual descriptors are a work in progress. They require some editing due to different wording use in
various sources.

Emerging Skills —The student is developing skills within the current level. The student has moved from the previous level
and is g novice in the current level.

Bridging Skills — The student is bridging from one level into another. The student demonstrates a few skills in the next
level, but most skills are still in the current level.

Guidelines for the Collection of Ukrainian Writing Samples

III

During Phase Two of the PCUH Ukrainian Language Assessment Project, we are focusing on language descriptors (
can” statements) in the four strands: listening, speaking, reading, and writing. In connection with the writing strand, |
will be requesting samples of student writing from various Ukrainian language programs — core, bilingual, after-school,
and university level.

It would be beneficial to the project if teachers at Bishop Filevich Ukrainian Bilingual School would be willing to gather
Ukrainian writing samples from students in Grades 1-8 during February/March 2018. Credit will be given to the school as
a participant in this project. Your writing samples will eventually become part of a larger bank of samples for this project.
In the final document, writing samples will not be identified by school or program, but simply by age/grade and language
level.

Teachers who participate in this project will gain an understanding of a) the difference in writing skills along the CFR
scale and b) ways that growth can be recognized as students move from level to level.

AIM: To build a common understanding of the norms of student writing in Ukrainian at each level of the CFR from A1.1
to B1.2.

RATIONALE: When students are learning to write in an additional language, there are predictable stages in the
development of writing skills. It is helpful for teachers to have exemplars (authentic samples of student writing) by
which to gage progress along the levels of the CFR (Common Framework of Reference), which is an international
reference scale also known as the CEFR (Common European Framework of Reference).

GUIDELINES for TEACHERS/ADMINISTRATORS

- Administrators: Ensure that the school receives written permission from parents allowing use of student writing
samples for this project. If parents do not wish to have their student’s writing in this project, it must be withdrawn
from the samples.

- Teachers: Ensure that no names appear on the class writing samples. The samples must be anonymous. However, it
is helpful to know the following about the student’s profile:

e Isthe student a native speaker of English, native speaker of Ukrainian, or another language?
e Isthe language spoken at home predominantly English, predominantly Ukrainian, or other (specify)?
o Are there any identified* issues that may impact writing, e.g., language delay in the first language, fine
motor coordination issues?
*Has the student been assessed by a Speech-Language Pathologist or other specialist?

Attach a sticky note to the writing with the student’s age, grade, first language, home language, and any
identified literacy issues.

HOW TO GATHER THE SAMPLES
Option 1: Class Lesson

If you are teaching a class lesson on a specific topic that involves a written assignment, you may use this assignment for
the writing samples.

- You may assist by offering visual supports, frame sentences, vocabulary banks, or guiding notes, as you ordinarily
would while teaching a lesson. This gives the writing a context. You may encourage students to edit their own work
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before submission. However, do not correct the writing or alter the written pieces once they have been handed in
to you. All types of writing are accepted... there is no ‘expected’ level of writing; students are providing authentic
examples of what they know and can do using Ukrainian.

Option 2: Picture Prompt

Select a picture or photo for your class on a topic that is familiar to them. The picture should have enough detail to
prompt students to write as much as possible about what they see. For example, a photo of a family eating breakfast
is a richer visual prompt than a photo of a bowl of apples.

Ensure that a copy of the picture is provided along with the student writing samples.
SELECTING THE WRITING SAMPLES

Teachers will support each other by working in pairs (Gr. 1-2, Gr 3-4, Gr. 5-6, Gr. 7-8) to select one piece of writing for
each CFR level: A1.1, A1.2, A2.1, A2.2, B1.1, B1.2. We will select no more than six samples per grade. | will provide
writing descriptors to guide selection of the Ukrainian samples.

Note: Some grades may not have samples for all levels. For example, Grades 1-5 may not have samples of B1.1 or B1.2
writing.
